Tower Pit is by
far the most inter-
esting cave I have
ever been in. I base
lmy reasouing solely
on the faet that it
iwas my first vertical
cave. Tower Pit ia
on the north gide of
one of the very
many hills ia Rock-
woods. Since this is
a vertical cave, 1
jwould suggest that
grottoes wanting
to explore the
cave should be
equipped with the
neceasary equipment.
This would consist
of ropes, carabivers,
etc.

The cave ikself,
looked 1ike a simpla
hole in the ground
from the surface of
tha hill. The ropes
(about seventy-five
feet of the two huo-
dred rope wers used)
wera tied to a near-
by tree. Each mam-
ber of our expedition
then, one at a time,
hooked themselves in
and gradually
repelled down the
rope for about forty-
five to fifty feet.
The vertical descent
was the wmost thrill-
ing part of the cave
itgeif.

half of your repel wund stomach,

widenad out at about
the thirty foot mark.
The total depth of
the cave was asbout
sixty feet but we,
planggd at thig time
only,descend to
the fifty foot mark
where we found a hor-
izontal entrance to
the inmer portion of
the cave. To get to
the ledge from the
freefall, you had to
kick yourself off the
opposite wall of the
verticel shaft givieg
you encugh momentum
to suing onto the
Jedge. Once you ave
on the ledge, you
uvnbooked yourself and
ventured onward iato
the horizontal por-
tion of the cave.

I traveled in a
group of four, which
consisted of Jack
Quade, Mike and Steve
O0'Connell and wmyself
whom I called the
leader of the group
since I ended up
going first most of
the way to the bottom
of the cave. The
walls of the cave
were bhord vock
covered with med,
Every asc often,
throughout the cave,
vou paw mud covered
stalactices.

The first portion
of the inner csave wase
a amall voom Filled
with nud-covered
floustons and sislac-
tites. Then, to tra-
vel cnward you had
to pass through the
infamous keyhole.

Tou slide down into
it feet first on your
Then

you turn around awd
scamper up the other
side. Slowly but
surely, we edged our
way through.

Vhen one emcrges
from the keyhole,
he enters a corridor-
like passageway
which endz in a fork.
The fork lesding
south eands in a ledge
with a dropoff of
gbout seven feet into
the dome pit et the
ead of this side pss-
sage. The other way
leads to a anstural
bridge which spans
across this pit about
twelve feet from

Then we hsayd that
we had run out of
time. We re-scaled
the steps., We po-
ticed that dizectly
afcer the natupsl
bridge on the north-
gasteryn alde of the
divide there were
scme yoots indicating
that the surfece wes
not too far sway.

Arriving back at
the ledge we were
tied into 3 safety
belay and proceeded
to rock climb ocut.

It wea a plessant

Agsin
here there ave two
ways to go. Heading
alnost due north you
can go to the crows~-
nest (a small voom
with a steep flbhov).
Heading almost due
south you s take
the staivcase.

tracked and entered
the double horseshee.
it is located off the
beaten trail, ovey-
locking a sh2lf.

The
paspage iteelf 18 a
enall stream passage
whoge floor i prim-
arily comprised of

chirt and swmall rocks.

The passage is &
stoopway. Besides
the main passage be-
fore the lunchroom,
this avea has a good
dedl of formatioms.
Algo in soma parte
the floor has pot-
holes eud satural
bridges. The end of
the passage opens
up into the mosn
(sic) [ED. Note:
mzin] pessage be-
yond the lunchroom.
To get back to the
entraunce ons must
either take the dou~
ble horseshoe back
or proceed dowm
gtrean amnd teke the
ghalf creswl back to
the luschroom.

this passage twice
before with wet
clotheg on this
third tiue was &
good deal of fun
for ope could elilds
through quickly.
